Among other differences (non-variants) are found all those differences of coins which originate before and during the minting of a coin and which change the final appearance of a coin of the appearance as it was ment by the mint.

Well known examples of this are:

· cracked dies (bumps and thin lines on coins which are due to damages of the working-dies);

· incomplete planchets or blanks (due to errors during the process of punching these planchets);

· excentric strikes (created when a planchet is not straight in between the working-dies during the minting);

· rotated dies (caused when one of the working-dies was not properly clenched and has rotated);

· weak strikes (coins of which part of the image is not (clearly) visible due to insufficient pressure during the minting proces).
